On May Bank Holiday Sunday | was making a fewesdor the
newsletter including the fact that, having annodnaethe
beginning of the year about the presence of raveBsck Lane,

I had not seen them since March and literally wiitinutes |
heard that familiar “korrp” and two were there it on
favourite perch on the big ash tree across thd fielm Poachers
Lodge.

On the subject of absentees, we appear to haveuo resident
nuthatches which have not been seen since thespeltlin
January/February.

From hearing them regularly when we first movetioitley and
the pleasure of 2 chasing around the perimeteunfarden for
weeks six years ago | have rarely heard them #iddav years
and not at all in 2008. Also on my missing lisspotted
flycatchers. They are a late arrival from southhef equator so
watch out for them from late May. This is a birdttlean be
distinguished by its feeding habits. It will perch a post or
branch with a view, often in that semi shaded areeare insects
accumulate under trees or hedges, from where i dat to catch
one then back to its vantage point. This bird héfesed a sharp
decline in numbers but they are present in the tyowhereas it's
relative the pied flycatcher is an mainly an uplaediduous
woodland bird. A strikingly attractive bird the diés worth
keeping a lookout for, it likes nest boxes.
