Gardening in April

After such a long cold spell gardens shouldtbgiag to take
shape as the warmer spring weather arrives. Hovihisewill
also bring with it an invasion of slugs and snadsevention is
the best policy when it comes to these garden padtsw pellets
sprinkled around your plants should keep them gt Dhere are
also a few organic ways to tackle them such as toziea
watered into the soil to attack them. You can aédp on nature's
predators such as hedgehogs, toads and thrushersc@arage
them to visit. An old remedy that works a treathis beer trap; a
jar sunk into the ground and filled with beer ttyatt slugs.

Lawn care should now be underway. Mowing redyhaxll
help strengthen your grass and discourage coaraeses. If your
grass is long make sure your mower blade is iigfisest setting
to avoid turning the grass yellow. Tackle any masblems by
aerating the lawn with a fork and raking out angdigrass. This
will make it harder for moss to take a hold.

Now is the time to prune back flowering shrubgmncourage
new growth for next Spring and if you have a kitclgarden,
you'll need to thin out seedlings otherwise crofishecome
straggly and won’t crop well. To keep a successiberops, this
month is the perfect time to sow tomatoes, sweetaad
courgettes, although its best to sow towards tldeogéthe month
(and, according to superstition, certainly not @o@ Friday!).
