Early cave paintings of 20,000 years ago were not merely 
impressions by the artist of his natural surroundings.  They had 
a purpose. Writing had not yet been invented and these 
drawings were men’s early, non-verbal communication to each 
other, showing where to capture bison for food and clothing or 
where to find water to drink. 
 
This was one of the many fascinating facts given, during a talk 
on calligraphy, by Derek Harley.  He told members about 
southern Iraq, the first centre of written communication in 2,500 
BC and related how the ancient Egyptians prepared some of 
their local vegetation, papyrus, so that it could be written on. 
After the talk, members tried their hand at the art of calligraphy 
for themselves, with varying success. 
 
Whitley member, Joyce Kirkpatrick, conductor of the Weaver 
Valley WI Choir, was congratulated on the Choir’s success the 
previous day, when they sang, in the new Echo Arena in 
Liverpool, to over 5,000 fellow members from all over England 
and Wales at the end of the NFWI AGM, the first to be held in 
the north west, The Choir now has 70 members, from 16 WI’s in 
the mid-Cheshire area, including several from Whitley WI.’s 
 
Secretary Dorothy Thompson was thanked for her hard work 
organising the recent Fashion Show.  It raised over £1,000 and 
money will be spent on new curtains for Whitley Village Hall and 
other community projects. 
 

 
A new cloth will be embroidered for the President’s table and 
members were asked for suggestions for its design, possibly 
using local landmarks, our farming heritage and wildlife.  
 
Our Whitley WI Community Liaison Officer, member Gill Alcock, 
reported on the Whitley WI Seeds to Saucepan project, a 
partnership with Whitley Primary School pupils and parents.

Récipe Corner  
 
RASPBERRY & PINENUT BARS 
8oz plain flour 
8oz porridge oats 
250g pack butter, cut into small pieces and softened. 
6oz light muscovado sugar 
Finely grated zest of 1 lemon 
100g pack pine nuts 
9oz raspberries 
Takes 1 hour, makes 12 

 
Pre-heat oven to 170C. Butter shallow 9” square 
tin. Tip the flour, oats and butter into bowl, mix 
with fingers to make coarse crumbs 
Mix in the sugar, lemon and 3/4 of the pine nuts. 
Using hands, press mixture well to form large 
sticky clumps. 
Drop 2/3rds of the oat mixture into the tin. Spread 
out and press lightly. Scatter raspberries on top. 
Sprinkle rest of mixture over, and press everything 
down lightly. 
Bake 35-40minutes. Cut into 12 bars with sharp 
knife, leaving tin to cool.
