Gardening in May

At last we are out of the long, cold winter ahdre are so
many things to do in the garden that | hardly kivavere
to begin. | expect you have all pruned your rogesdw so
give them a dressing of rose fertiliser, not tongtthe
stems and hoe it in. Snowdrops can be divided lyngu
bits of the plants to a new location nearby.

Daffodils are glorious now but do leave the fgé&or six
weeks after the flowers have died and don't tiertlwe a
knot To ensure you have a good show next year \satae
liquid fertiliser over the clumps. Also, make stinat your
camellias are watered in June and July (if it ig?gras this
is the time of year when next years flowers arenfog.

Now is the time to cut dogwood right down to atbsim
inches and prune forsythia when it has finished/diong.
You can take cuttings of pelargoniums now to flower
about three months. Cut shoots off a bushy plattgbove
a lateral bud and strip off all the leaves exchpttbp ones,
dip in some hormone rooting powder and insert tirem
some gritty compost. Keep damp and store in alwobl
light place. They should root in one month thenthetn
on. Take cuttings of chrysanthemums and dahlias too

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Burleymen

In the WVN dated July 1979 the Parish Council
reported the election of two ‘burleymen’. Even at
that time this was commented upon. A burleyman
would assess the damage done by straying cattle
and served a very useful purpose in settling ‘petty
local disputes. Although they had no real legal
status they were widely accepted as arbitrators and
their decision was regarded as binding.

The word is derived from the ‘byr-law man’ who
carried out the local customs of a manor or
township

It is amusing to find that in the English dialect
Dictionary (1888) the word burleyman was said to

be obsolete and that some 90 years later these were

still being appointed by the PC’s of Whitley and

Antrobus. | wonder if any of our readers know of
other details such as when burleymen ceased to be
appointed in the village.
